Job Purpose

The Clinical Skills Technician will work as part of the wider nursing faculty team, with primary responsibility for the day-to-day organisation and technical support of BPP University’s Clinical Skills Centres. This includes preparing rooms and equipment for teaching sessions, maintaining and troubleshooting equipment, and supporting the delivery, evaluation, and quality assurance of clinical education — ensuring safety protocols and staff training are upheld.

The Clinical Technician will manage equipment logistics, facilitate appropriate usage, assist in the preparation of teaching materials, and ensure compliance with institutional procedures and NMC standards across multiple sites.

This is a hands-on and varied role, ideal for a self-motivated and technically skilled individual with a proactive approach to problem-solving and continuous learning. As BPP University expands its healthcare and nursing provision — particularly in digital tools and simulation — this position offers exciting opportunities for professional growth. Regular travel to centres including Waterloo, Bristol, Southampton, and Doncaster is required, with flexibility to support additional locations as the portfolio evolves.


Key Responsibilities

· In collaboration with the wider school team, work effectively to organise, co-ordinate and plan the skills and simulation activity across the school sites, supporting the teaching faculty as a co-supervisor 
· Provide a comprehensive suite of accessible learning resources for student self-study as appropriate to support the clinical skills teaching sessions.
· Proficiently prepare the equipment and simulation suites in accordance with timetabling information and teaching requirements.
· Manage stock levels including maintenance of a comprehensive stock and equipment database, as well as tracking servicing and repair of equipment. 
· Ensure that equipment is cleaned and stored in a tidy manner 
· Assist in orientating students and academic staff to the simulation and clinical skills areas and the equipment.
· Maintain tidiness and cleanliness of the Simulation and Clinical Skills Centres in accordance with Health & Safety requirements including monitoring risk assessments, COSHH requirements, and maintenance of all related records for audit purposes.
· Provide support to both staff and students as per individual course requirements
· To assist in the recording and editing of simulated training activities on audio visual equipment.
· Contribute to development of clinical skills in the school, making recommendations for change and implementation as required.
